PROJECT BACKGROUND 

SOS Children’s Villages Namibia is a member association of SOS Children’s Villages International. We 

are an independent, non-governmental development organisation operating in Namibia. 

The organisation intends to undertake general renovation works to improve the condition of existing 

buildings located at 5216 Paul Van Harts Street, Khomasdal under the Windhoek Programme Location. 

We are therefore seeking to engage an individual consultant or consultancy firm to be responsible for 

the design, implementation, and supervision of the renovation works. 

 

SCOPE OF WORKS 

The organisation has already developed a detailed assessment report and Bill of Quantities (BoQ) to 

outline the needs and requirements. Based on these documents, the Consultant will be expected to: 

- Review and confirm the provided information during a site visit. 

- Identify and propose any additional work requirements, if necessary. 

- Revise quantities and measurement units as appropriate. 

Here below the obligations of the Consultant: 

- Preparation of the Bill of Quantities 

- Preparation of the scope of work and technical specifications for the renovation works 

- Preparation of contractor technical evaluation criteria 

- Providing feedback for technical questions asked by potential tenderers during solicitation. 

- Participate in conducting technical evaluation of the tender bid offers 

- Supervise the selected contractor. 

- Certify completion of the works, ensuring quality control and proper commissioning. 

- Responsible for overall project management including compliance to relevant government 

laws and regulations. 

The actual renovations work shall entail but will not be limited to: 

1. General maintenance of the houses, that includes. 

a. Painting work 



 

 

b. Filling and plastering of internal cracks 

c. Falling and broken ceiling repair 

d. Part of skirting to be repaired 

e. Metal and wooden door frames to be repaired and painted 

f. Pavements to be repaired 

g. Fencing between houses to be re-done with shrubs 

h. Roofing fascia boards to be repaired/replaced 

i. Entrance gate to be repaired 

j. Security bars on doors and windows to be re-enforced 

k. Any other identified part of the centre that may require revamping. 

2. Construction of new fence wall. 

a. Demolition of existing fence wall. 

b. Reconstruction of new fence wall (economical, as per the standard of the Country and 

durable). 

 

In accordance with the organization’s Child Protection Policy, all employments and contracts are 

subject to applicable background checks, including criminal record checks where possible.

Engineering or in Architectural Science from a reputable University. 

- Proven skills in use of Microsoft Office, CAD software, works supervision and works 

accountancy 

- Has completed a single largest completed contract (SLC) of at least one (1) building 

renovation/construction equivalent to at least 50% of the Approved Budget for the Contract 

(ABC). 

- Sound understanding of the required permits and licenses concerning building and 

construction. 

- Proven experience in managing/supervising similar construction projects.
